	The assignments in this category are over multiple objectives.  The tests are normally not open note or open book.  Partial credit is usually given and taken out of 100%.

Quizzes and Worksheets in this category are over a single objective. Such assignments in this category include worksheet for review over material, quizzes, binder checks, and homework quizzes.  

These points are for preparation for class on a daily basis.  Is the assignment complete?  Day-to-day book and reading assignments fall into this category.  You are asked to attempt the problems and seek help if you cannot complete all of them.

** In between grades will be rounded.  For example if you EARN a percentage of 94.5% you will receive a 95%.  However, if you receive a 94.4% you will receive the 94%.

Late Policy

· If a student turns in an assignment one day late they can receive up to 90% on the assignment. After the one day late students have the ability to turn in the assignments until the mid-term ends and/or quarter ends depending on which comes first. They will receive a 35% reduction off the total points they earned for the assignment. No assignments will be accepted after mid-term and/or quarter depending on which comes first. 

*This policy excludes in class assignments. Any assignment that has been assigned and completed in class is expected to be turned in on the due date assigned. If not turned in the student will receive a zero on the assignment.
Absent Work

· Any missed work will be due the next time the class meets.  Exceptions may apply depending upon the assignment and at the discretion of the teacher.

Projects

· The points possible for a particular project should be low enough that, in the event the student did poorly on the project, the student would not fail the quarter.

· If the project is a group project, it should be broken down so that each member has a specific task to do and should be graded on that task.

· If an overall group grade is given for the project, the number of points should be minimal.

· Projects should have benchmarks along the way where points are awarded for the completion of work at each benchmark.

· The project is due on the due date.

· If a student acquires all or a majority of the possible points at each benchmark and is unable to turn it in on the due date, that student would be able to turn the project in the following morning, prior to the beginning of school, and could receive a maximum grade of 65% on it.  Failure to turn in the project by the next class period will result in no credit for the final product.  

Incomplete Work

Partially completed assignments may be turned in when due and receive the grade for the work completed.
